Icon of St. John the Evangelist at Adamstown National School 
 

Today at the 10.30am "Do this in memory" (First Holy communion programme) Mass, St. 

Patrick's Parish makes a presentation of a specially commissioned icon of sat. John the 

Evangelist to the new catholic school at Adamstown. This beautiful work of art was a 

commission given by the parish to the Romanian artist Mihai Cucu. The school is named 

after the Evangelist and the first enrolment of pupils took place in Sept. 2007.  
 

In English the word icon can be used for a image, but the biblical usage affirms a profound 

sense of the divine in the human person. The Book of Genesis reads: "God said: 'Let us make 

man in our own image' ", while the key New Testament text is from Colossians: "He is the 

image of the invisible God". Images have been used in Christian worship for over seventeen 

centuries and few style have withstood the test of time as well as the holy icon.  
 

In the Eastern Churches they continue to be the 

dominant liturgical image. In recent years the 

ecumenical community at Taize in France introduced 

icons to a new generation of young people. The recently 

re-opened church of St. Paul at Aaran Quay has an icon 

chapel and the monks of Glenstal Abbey have a rich 

icon tradition both in form and publication.  
 

Our first encounter with icons may not be an easy one 

as they are significantly different to Western art. The 

purpose of the icon is to make the invisible visible. 

They raise us to the realm of the divine. The icon 

establishes a relationship with the person praying 

before it. 
 

The icon of St. John the Evangelist will be anointed by 

Archbishop Diarmuid Martin when he blesses the 

school on the 14
th
 May at 9.30am. The icon will be a 

sacred reminder to the school community that we too 

have been created in the image and likeness of God ï 

all of us are equal dignity and are precious in the eyes 

of God.

Lucan Planning Council 
Re: Meeting with Mr. John Gormley TD Minister 

for the Environment on 27th March. 

Our report in last week's Newsletter contained a 

typographical error in the final sentence which 

conveyed an inaccurate summing up of the meeting 

with Minister Gormley. The sentence should have 

read, "Overall, it was a very positive meeting and 

we are now more optimistic about the future of St. 

Edmundsbury and the Liffey Valley". 

This week brought more good news on the St Eds 
proposal. The Affordable homes Partnership has 

written to Sth. Dublin Co. Co informing them that 

Ballymore Homes have decided to withdraw their 

proposal for a residential development at St. 

Edmundsbury/Woodville, following the outcome 

of the Strategic Environmental Assessment of the 

site and the absence of support of a significant 

number of elected members of the Council." 

This is a resounding victory for people power. 

Without doubt, it was the untied opposition of 

Lucan people supported by their political 
representatives that achieved this result. While the 

battle to save St. Eds may not yet be won, this

Chernobyl - - - and Worse 
 

We are all agreed that Chernobyl was a most horrific occurrence; it was an accident that should not have 

happened, and must never be repeated. But the chances are that it will be repeated, deliberately next time, and 

on a mega scale. Our northern hemisphere is awash with nuclear weapons: to quote Kofi Annan ï 

'the world is in danger of sleepwalking into a nuclear disaster'. 
 

Nine countries are the 'proud' possessors of nuclear arms, the modern form of sabre-rattling. This nuclear club 

has the five members of the U.N. Security Council, (responsible people, supposedly), joined by India (Gandhi's 

people!), Pakistan, North Korea, Israel and possible Iran. Some of these states are not exactly models of 

stability, or good-neighbourliness é Even worse is the possibility of terrorists (anywhere!) getting in on the 

action é there's the ultimate suicide bomb é. God help us all! 
 

The decade 2000-2010 was supposed to be the 'Decade of Peace' for the brave new century, and we all  know 

how that aspiration collapses with the twin Towers and its aftermath. The second decade of the century, 2010-

2020, is being flagged as the 'Decade of Disarmament'. Could a nuclear disarmament campaign succeed in the 

21st century? Some of us may remember how CND fizzled out in the 60s é This time it's a global movement 

called Mayors for Peace, started by the Mayor of Hiroshima, that city forever associate with nuclear destruction. 
Over 2200 mayors of cities worldwide, including Dublin, Cork and Drogheda, are campaigning to defuse the 

nuclear threat; after all it's the cities and large centres of population, that will be the nuclear targets. (No, we are 

not in the nuclear club, but we are right beside the NATO nuclear umbrella é..) 
 

These sobering facts were spelled out at a discussion organised by Pax Christi in Dublin castle last week, to 

coincide with a conference of Middle Powers, (this is a group of non-nuclear states, including Ireland). Is it time 

for a 'support our Mayors' campaign? Or do we just ignore the elephant in the room? Peace be with all of us!
