LVPA, LPC & FIG 

Key Milestone for County Development 
Plan: 
Liffey Valley Protection & Anti-Incineration 

Issues 
As you may be aware, the County Manager 

produced a report on all the submissions received 

for the pre-draft process for our new County 

Development Plan. Now, in response to that our 

Councilors have an opportunity to direct the 
manager on the actual drafting of the text, i.e. 

policies and proposals & objectives etc for the new 

plan - which will then be put out for public 

consultation later this year. Getting matters of 

import included in the plan at this stage we feel is 

crucial if they are to end up in the final plan. The 

FIG & LPC with Rathcoole Incinerator activists 

have proposed two key motions on incineration to: 

a) specifically preclude them being built in the 

county, and b) to set aggressive incremental targets 

to ensure no recyclable or compostable waste is 

incinerated in any location and to limit the extent of 
contractual agreements that the council can enter 

into with incinerators. This will ensure we address 

the waste problem properly and not just export the 

problem to Poolbeg or Meath for it to blow back on 

us and pollute our environment with dioxins. 

Remember the recent pork dioxin scare and the 

millions that cost the state and business. 
 

The motions on the Liffey Valley are proposed 

with the LVPA and are to require studies to be 

done to facilitate the Councilors using their powers 

later in the process to protect all the lands of the 
Valley within the jurisdiction of South Dublin. This 

will far exceed the steps and studies commissioned 

so far which do not address the totality of the valley 

area in SDCC, as we understand. We also propose 

that the rezoning of Lucan Golf Club for 

development be rejected.  
 

There is a lot more to be addressed in the plan but 

these are critical steps and we are happy with the 

level of support for these concepts we have 

received from FG & Sinn Fein, Independents and 

elements in Labour. Given most parties opposition 
against incineration and their support for the valley 

we look forward to cross-party co-operation on 

these motions in the best interests of the 

community and our environment, and will be 

emailing all for support. We will keep you updated 

on how events progress on Monday in the Council 

Chamber, i.e. who turns up and supports what at 

individual and party level!
