Michael was ordained in June 1955 

by Archbishop John Charles McQuaid, having 

studied in Holy Cross College, Clonliffe and 

in Maynooth. He served as Curate in Crumlin, 

Ballygall, Baldoyle, Bayside and Glasthule 

before being appointed as Parish Priest to St. 

Mary's, Lucan in May 1985.  

 

Following an accident eight years ago when 

he suffered spinal injuries, which lefthim 

severely incapacitated, Fr. Michael suffered 

greatly but he responded with immense courage, faith and determination. Stoically he 

followed medical advice, was uncomplaining and graciously accepted help. Since his 

retirement in 2002 he had become a much-loved friend and wise mentor, particularly to those 

who frequent the Parish Centre. He listened to our troubles, was very much the centre of 

things and offered advice only when his opinion was sought. He will be sadly missed.

Lucan Planning Council, together with 

representatives from Liffey Valley Park Alliance 

and LTQL met with the Minister for the 

Environment, John Gormley T.D. when he visited 

Lucan on Thursday 27th March. LPC had requested 
the meeting with the Minister to discuss the 

proposal to re-zone St. Edmundsbury / Woodville 

for development of 1600 homes, and the future 

protection of the Liffey valley. We express our 

thanks to Paul Gogarty TD for arranging the 

meeting. 

LPC told the Minister of the strong opposition in 

Lucan to housing or development in St. 

Edmundsbury/Woodville, one of the last unspoilt 

green spaces in Lucan. He was reminded that over 

the last 12 years Lucan has experienced the highest 

levels of housing development in the country, with 
a further 26,000 homes (including 4,000 

affordable/social houses) planned in Adamstown, 

Balgaddy/Clonburris and The Liffey Valley Centre 

over the next 12/15 years. All this development is 

having a negative impact on the quality of life in 

Lucan and protection of St. Edmundsbury as part 

of a great Liffey Valley Park is essential for such a 

massive conurbation. It was suggested to the 

Minister that the extension of the Special Amenity 

Area Order which currently protects a narrow strip 

of the Valley would be an important first step in the 
process.  

Mr. Gormley indicated a positive interest in the 

matters raised and promised to consider what steps 

he might take to progress things, including the 

extension of the SAAO. Overall, it was a very 

positive meeting and we are now more optimistic 

about the future of St. Eds and the Liffey Valley.

Here at the orphanage, we have 147 orphans in 

residential care. We also care for 45 infants with 

their extended families by supplying them with 

milk and other necessities. Our original plan was to 

keep the children until they are 3 ï4 years old, 

depending on their condition,but unfortunately 

now,with the spread of AIDS, many extended 

families are unabel to take the chidlren back to 
their homes. 
 

Our children come as young as a day old. Some 

come very ill and there is little we can do for them 

except to give care, love and what medical aid is 

available. Mostly, our infants grow to healthy, 

happy children. Although most of the parents have 

died of AIDS, it does not mean that all or our 

children are affected. In fat, only a small 

percentage of them are HIV positive. Thank God. 
 

The orphanage is run as a Community Care Centre, 

but unfortunately, the community is unable to offer 
any financial support. With so many small children 

who require 24 hour care, we have a large number 

of staff, which is quite costly. Thanks to the good 

people like you, the Lord always provided. We do 

have some income generating projects ourselves et. 

Pigs, cows, a guest house. We also have land where 

we plant maize and vegetables. 
 

Your donation has been a tremendous blessing to 

us.
