Letter to the Editor 
 

 

I am writing in regards to the deplorable conditions 

I found recently at Esker Cemetery, Lucan.  
  

I have two immediate family members buried in 

Esker Cemetery; I visit their graves at least once or 
twice a year, during my visits to Ireland. I also have 

many relations still residing in Ireland, who visit on 

a much more frequent basis. While we do try to 

tend our own plots--weeding, etc.--we obviously 

cannot cut the grass and tend all the other (hundreds 

of) plots there. So, I am asking for your help.  
  

On my most recent visit, I was quite shocked at the 

state of the cemetery. As I know that Irish people 

cherish their heritage and their history, and that they 

certainly have reverence for their faithful departed-- 

I could not understand why the Esker Cemetery had 
deteriorated at such a rate. While I had been to visit 

the graves three years ago, and then two years ago, 

and I hadn't been terribly impressed with the 

conditions of the cemetery (there was a bit of litter 

and a bit of graffiti around) it wasn't horrible, so I 

didn't do anything. I figured that I had just been 

there at a "bad time" or that the caretakers were on 

holiday or something. Now, however, I 

feel that I must say something. My 

husband, who is Irish, was really appalled 

at the conditions, and he urged me to 
make a complaint. As the cemetery 

stands, I would not want to take my 

pensioner Grandma there. She prides 

herself on the (usual) well-kept conditions 

of the churches and cemeteries in Dublin 

and environs, so seeing the state of Esker 

Cemetery would really break her heart.  
  

If you are in charge of taking care of 

Esker Cemetery, or if you know who is, 

could you please direct this complaint to their 

attention? I would be very grateful for your 
attention to this matter. I am attaching several 

photographs taken of the litter, graffiti, and 

generally unkempt 

conditions of the 

place during my visit in 

July.  
  

In Canada, when 

cemeteries require a 

little extra "help," 

groups like community 

centres, Boy Scouts, 
volunteer organizations, 

parish committees, etc. 

often lend a hand to the 

regular caretaker(s). 

Often, all it takes is to 

draw peoples' attention 

to the problem, and then it improves. Sometimes all 

that is needed is a loan of a push-mower, and a few 

hours of volunteer labour to make things look a bit 

better. In terms of the graffiti, I am a firm believer 

in that the more graffiti you leave up on the walls, 

the more it attracts-- so a prompt painting-over of 
the "tags" is probably in order. In terms of the litter 

left around the cemetery, all that would be required 

would be some covered bins, or wooden buildings 

around where the garbage is left-- would there not 

be a few members of the parishes there who could 

arrange this? I am hopeful that some kind soul 

would be willing to help out. 
  

These are just a few of my ideas, and I'm sure that 

you will have some of your own. But I would ask 

that you bring this matter to the appropriate person's 

attention as soon as possible. I love Ireland, I love 
my visits there, and I want to be able to return to 

saying that I am proud that my loved ones are 

buried there... but as you can see by the attached 

photographs, that is difficult at the moment.
