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Hope for Haiti 
 

Haiti __ people may differ about the pronunciation, (Hay-tee or Hi-itee, Port-o-Prince or Port 

au Prance). There are divided opinions about who is to blame for the endemic poverty, but 

no-one argues about the magnitude of the problems that now confront the stricken country. 

 

There is the immediate crisis - the dead and dismembered bodies, the wounded in makeshift 

hospitals, (amputations the norm!), the endless queues for basics, the fear of further shocks 

and of  human violence, the hordes of lost and bewildered children .... the desperate poverty 

of families where parents would  hand over their children to outsiders in the hope of their 

having a better future abroad. No wonder there is an international tsunami of aid for the 

stricken country. 

 

Our Justice and Peace Group has been supporting a well-established foundation in Haiti, 

óOur Little Brothers and Sistersô, which has been running orphanages and hospitals there 

since the 1950ôs. Many people will remember the vivid account of their work which was 

given two years ago in St. Maryôs by one of their Irish volunteers; Adele tells us now about 

the heart-breaking losses they have suffered through the earthquake. The proceeds of our 

recent Bring-and-Buy event will help to feed and provide basic care for the crowds of 

orphans that they look after; we are assured that every cent contributed goes to the needy.   

 

This weekend the national Church collection takes place during all the Masses; the 

proceeds will be distributed by Trocaire who are working directly with Caritas 

International  in Haiti __ it is also hoped to be in a position to help some of the Irish 

religious orders who are working in the parishes in Haiti. Even before the earthquake, it was 

not easy working in Haiti, in spite of the beauty of the scenery and the natural warmth of the 

people; poverty and unemployment bred violence, lack of investment made for lack of basic 

amenities, historic wrongs produced distrust of some other races. With Godôs help, out of the 

ruins and the response of the world to the current tragedy, a new understanding will come, 

and a new Haiti will emerge.

Transport Users 
Another blow for motorists, 19 miles per hour 

speed limit for Dublin city centre. Ninety per cent 

of the time during peak traffic the average speed is 

less than 20 mph; outside peak the cyclists and 

pedestrians are not affected as traffic volumes are 
greatly reduced. 
 

Trying to drive below 20 mph makes driving more 

difficult and dangerous, as drivers have to take 

their eye off the road to look at the speedometer.  
 

I am very surprised this got through such bodies as 

the Gardai, NRA, DTO, and the Safety Authority. 

This puts unnecessary pressure on taxies, deliveries 

and bus drivers etc. It will cause law-abiding 

citizens to break the speed limit unintentionally and 

could put their livelihoods at risk with penalty 

points for driving in the safest mode of all ï 
between 20 and 30 mph. 
 

The person who put this speed trap through must 

have little or no knowledge how a city should 

operate safely. Our fear, there is another agenda to 

make it attractive for private operating speed traps. 

Thanks to the thousands that spoke out against this 

silly law and it must not be allowed to expand any 

further. 
 

Penalizing the good drivers solves nothing while 

others behaving in a rudely and dangerous manner 
are ignored. 
 

Dublin city has the least amount of accidents by far 

than any part of the country. The number of fatal 

accidents where drivers were at fault travelling 

between 20 and 30 mph in the centre over the last 

five years was  as low as two. No enforcement 

could do better than that. 
 

If pedestrians behaved in a reasonable manner, this 

figure could be reduced to almost zero. We have a 

major flaw with pedestrians óJ walkingô, but some 

of these that are on a high from drugs etc, take a 
dash in front of vehicles. This is an extra hazard for 

drivers, the problem being greater at weekends. 
 

The same people who are claiming this new limit 

will make Dublin safer deliberately ignored these 

dangers. A balanced approach with common sense 

is needed. Donôt always pick the easy option and 

penalize the driver. 
 

What will they think of next under the guise of 

safety!
