I fear that in the dead of night these books have been 

multiplying, there are certainly some in residence that I don‟t remember ever seeing before. 

Where did „One Hundred Years of British Monarchy‟ come from, or „The History of 

Scouting?‟  No, I‟m afraid that some of them will have to go. But how to decide? And where 

to put them? And what is one to do? 

 

I really can‟t part with Dictionary, Thesaurus, Atlas (several), or Encyclopaedia; and you 

wouldn‟t expect me to even think of saying farewell to any of the poetry books, despite their 

width and weight. They are all old friends. Maybe the novels? Or the history books? And 

what about the countless tomes on gardening? You see I got some lovely books for gifts this 

year, (and must confess to buying a few for myself as well). The walls are lined with them 

and there are bundles against the walls too. No, something has definitely got to be done. 

 

Time was when Book Fairs or Jumble Sales would help with this problem – somewhere that 

would find an owner for each one, and at the same time give a donation to charity. I can‟t be 

the only person with this problem; there must be other who find themselves being squeezed 

out by the possessions they have accumulated over the years. So if you have any ideas on 

how to find new homes – kind homes – for books that can no longer be accommodated, why 

not let the Newsletter know? We can share the information with our readers, and then maybe 

we can all have space on our bookshelves for more wonderful volumes to delight our leisure 

hours.

Clonburris Housing Development: I am bitterly 

disappointed that a majority of South Dublin 

County Councillors voted to sanction the 

Clonburris Strategic Development Zone in its 

current flawed state. Along with the already-
adopted Local Area Plan, the area will now see at 

least 6,000 new housing and possibly 15,000 in 

total depending on how quickly Metro West, the 

rail interconnector and other infrastructure arrive. 

But even with phasing in place, the site will be a 

planning nightmare, adding to the gridlock, 

because the rail capacity does not exist when 

Adamstown is taken into consideration. We wanted 

construction to be delayed until 2017 and for 

energy production and heating requirements to be 

catered for on-site. Unfortunately, as with 

Adamstown, a majority of FF/FG/Labour and Sinn 
Fein councillors passed the plan. We now go to An 

Bord Planeala, hoping that common sense will 

prevail. We achieved some positive improvements 

to Adamstown at this juncture; perhaps Clonburris 

will be improved upon too by the Board.

How Much it Plans 

to spend on Capital Projects: Your Council plans to 

spend €1 66 876 300 (almost €1.7 billion) on 

capital projects, including housing, roads, water 

supply and sewerage, and recreational amenities 

during these three years. Of that, €107 349 200 is 
allocated to Recreation and Amenity, including 

finance for Lucan Swimming Pool; it is planned to 

raise €47 662 100 from Grants and €54 352 100 

from Development Levies to realise the €107 

million.

Organisations, and Traders etc. It is of critical 
importance to Lucan that we get LUAS delivered 

right. 

Clonburris Proposed Development: The 

Clonburris SDZ for South Lucan was adopted on 

Wednesday. I had consulted extensively during the 

previous 5 months with all strands of our 

community, and tabled 63 separate Motions 

reflecting our community‟s views and values. 

Many of my Motions were not even debated on the 

night. Owing to the overall scale of this 

development and the chronic congestion that we 

continue to experience, I voted AGAINST the plan. 
I will now proceed to An Bord Pleanála as I did in 

the case of Adamstown.

Californian Tandys! 
 

The following email read: 
 

“Recently, a distant cousin mentioned that my 

great-great grandfather might be buried in the 

graveyard of St. Mary‟s in Lucan. His name was 
George Tandy and his wife was Belle McFadgen, 

his dates of birth and death are not known, but 

probably he was born around 1800; Belle‟s date of 

death was 1868. He was a cabinet Maker by trade.  
 

They had three sons, George Wellington, John J. 

and Michael who emigrated t the United States, 

George in 1846, John in 1851, and Michael in 

1885; all three eventually settled in Yolo County, 

California. 
 

Michael returned to Ireland about 1889 after the 

death of his wife, Julia Dunne, and lived in Rose 
Cottage, Tandy‟s Lane. 
 

Any assistance as to the dates of birth and the death 

for George and Belle would be greatly appreciated.

St. Mary’s Burial Ground 

Now those of you familiar with the headstones in 

St. Mary‟s back car park will know that the stone 

nearest the church door is that of George Tandy. It 
simply reads: „Pray for the soul of George Tandy’.  

 
Unfortunately, we have no further information 

regarding dates or if Belle is buried here at all, as 

the records in St. Mary‟s only go back as far as 

1885.  

Some records may turn up in Clondalkin, as Lucan 

belonged to that parish until 1953. We‟ll let you 

know if we find out any more on that score. 

 

A Chinese Restaurant! 

The Tandy family have always been associated 
with Tandy‟s Lane in Dodsboro. They were 

farmers who leased the Dodsboro area from the 

Veseys of Lucan back in the 17700s/1800s. 

 

On checking the 1911 census at 

www.census.nationalarchives.ie I found Brigid 

Tandy aged 74, living in Annadale Cottage 

(sometimes known as Rose Cottage), along with her 

21 year old niece Josephine, who was born in 

California. Brigid was a sister of the three emigrant 

brothers, and the niece was actually the daughter of 

the returned Michael. Annadale was a boarding 
house at the time. Today, it is The Great Chinese 

Restaurant.  

 
 

Clondalkin rang a bell! 

On communicating the information I had to Janet 

Tandy, the mention of Clondalkin reminded her of 

an old family legend – that John J. Tandy was 

disinherited by his father, George, because he 

married (after emigrating to America in 1851), a 

Maria O‟Hare whose family were Protestants (even 

with a Church of Ireland bishop in her lineage).  

 

John J‟s portion of the inheritance purportedly was 
willed to an order of Catholic nuns in Clondalkin. 

The Presentation Convent in Clondalkin was 

founded in 1840, and would still have been 

relatively new at this stage. They were very 

appreciative of any assistance given to furnish and 

fund their new convent and schools. Janet concedes 

that the „legend‟ might be a true story after all. 

Time and delving will tell.
