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Haiti Appeal

Fr Rick Frechette is a Passionist Priest and Doctor
who has spent the last coupliedecades working

and living among the poor and sick in the slums of
Port au Prince where 300,000 people live in an area
just big enough for 50,000. He and his associates
have built up a charity called Our Little Brothers

and Sisters They rescue chéddrfrom the street

when their parents did not have the means to care
for them, handicappetiabies and children who

have been turned out by families who are unable to
care for them and been left for dead. OH 12
January the area was the epicentre ofathquake
measuring 7.0 on the Richter scale. As yet there is
no idea of how many people have died but
estimates are in the region of hundreds of
thousands and many more thousands injured. Over
the few days afgter the earthquake more will die of
infection and malnutrition and lack of water.

Haiti.

The people of
Haiti need your help but they also need your
prayers

I have heard that everyone at the orphanage in
Kenscoff is OK.

I will not arrive until Thursdaymorning, since the
border between Domican Republic and Haiti will
be closed when we arrivtemorrow We will find
the best way to keep you informed and let you
know how you can help.

Let's stay bound together in friendship and prayer.

God bless us all. espially the suffering people of
Haiti, and my dear mother, Gerri Frechette.
