I took 

shortcuts through the white double doors, and went up and down various stairs, lifts and 

ladders as I attempted to find that elusive laptop tray. Finally I came to the end and had a 

wonderful time finding my car in the mother of all car parks.  

 

I am certain after all this the store designers did love board games and the interesting thing is 

that board games can tell us a lot about life because they are in effect a little slice of life.  In 

them just like life we have our starting point where we pass Go, we follow arrows and 

directions which help us find our way, sometimes taking shortcuts, sometimes taking wrong 

directions.   

 

Things of the spirit follow a similar pattern, the most basic question is where do we pass go, 

where does it all begin? And from discovering this we can find direction in life, see the signs 

and know where we are headed.   

 

Generations of believers have found answers to these questions in the bible and one of its 

most beautiful books is the Gospel of Luke, which presents a vision of God as a merciful 

healer who walks with us through life, from beginning to end. That is why recently the two 

Archbishops of Dublin came together to offer to the people of Dublin a beautiful edition of 

the Gospel of Luke presented in a very accessible magazine style. Luke is offered to us here 

as a guide, friend and healer who will help us find our own personal stairway to heaven.  

 

In the coming months this beautiful Gospel will be widely offered, free of charge, as a sign 

of hope, as good news in a time when hope can be very hard to find.

The massive outlay in cost for the Metro and Inter-

connector is already having an effect on the bus 

transport system with a reduction of ten million 

euro for Dublinôs bus services. 
 

To make up this shortfall, more bus services will 

be reduced, driving more people back to the car 

adding to city congestion. This is a time to make 

buses more attractive for users as it is the only way 

to get more to use the bus. The more waste on big 
projects puts more pressure on Dublin Bus to 

deliver a better service.  
 

The same planners are very slow to support the 

Qua bus Contra-flow as they think it might 

undermine their big plans and show up the massive 

waste in their plans also.  
 

Routes like 239 and 18 should be designed to give 

a better service to attract more usage. Route 151 

should be adapted to cover a bigger area of Lucan, 

to cater for extra passengers instead of taking buses 
off due to lack of usage.
