My father taught me to dance.  The Foxtrot was his favourite, but he showed me the steps of 

the Waltz, Tango, Valeta and the Quickstep as well, and stood ever-so-tall doing the Military 

Two Step.  I was so proud of him as he circled the floor with my mother.  Even in his later 

years he had a grace and posture streets above all the other men in the room.   

 

But then, we all think our Dads are wonderful.  The love we see shining from their eyes gives 

us a sense of security ï we are certain that they are smarter and stronger that anyone elseôs 

Dad and can save us from anything life throws our way.  And while Mum makes sure that we 

brush our teeth and eat all our dinner and do our homework, Dad always has time to play.  

Those are my memories anyway.   

 

Of course in the days that I was small, Dads didnôt have much responsibility for domestic 

chores.  Dads could concentrate on earning a living, the dinner and tea was ready when they 

came home because, in general, mothers were home all day and looked after all the jobs that 

need doing to make a home.  Marriages, even not-so-happy ones, usually lasted ótill death do 

us partô because, apart from anything else, nobody could afford to run two houses.  

 

Todayôs fathers donôt have it quite as easy as that.  They attend births, take their turn at night 

feeds, drop kiddies to school or crèche and even (if they are really thoughtful), do their share 

of the washing and ironing and cleaning; and they are able to make school lunches.  If things 

go wrong, and the marriage relationship breaks down, they can suffer dreadfully from being 

deprived of the company of their kiddies. 

 

But Dad still finds time to bring the kids to football or swimming or plane-watching and 

manages to balance the smallest one on his shoulders at the Parade so that they can have a 

birdôs eye view of things.  And every child knows in their heart that
