Skool is Kool in Nepal!

Greetings one and all!

I don't know how many of you saw last Monday's
Evening Herald (an Irish Newspaper), the 3" of
March 2008, but if you did you may have been
confused. Last Saturday 1% of March when | was
2100 metres up into the Himalayan foothills, |
received a phone call from an Evening Herald
reporter, he conducted a thorough interview over
the phone, some of which appeared in Monday's
paper. On Sunday 9", my beloved mother told me
about the article which has a picture of another
Irishman, who has been in the Irish news recently
for the wrong reasons. The media generally print
what they want to, often stories are glamorised or
hyped up in some way or another. Sex sells and so
does scandal.

On the good side, my story (I've not seen or read it
yet) has made a fairly widely read newspaper back
home. For whatever reason somebody else's
photograph appears is entirely down to the
photographic editor or whoever included such
photos. The efforts of Nagarhope have not been
impeded by the publicity received, at least not yet
anyway, and won't | hope.

Since the last mail, | have been busy involving
myself in the day to day running of a small private
school in Nagarkot. | volunteered y services and
have spent the best par to ht last six / seven weeks
teaching English, Art, Social Studies and, ahem-
erm Science — the subject | have loathed since first
studying it myself. Most of ht working day is spent
talking and giving out, and that is why | am there —
to converse with the students, teach from the head
instead of the book.

The school itself has 90 pupils ranging form ages
below three up to class 6 (roughly aged 14). The
higher classes only have 5 or 6 students each so
classes are relatively easy to control though there
are often two classes and two teachers sharing a
small room. Nagarhope has been giving some
financial support to Sunrise English Boarding
School in recent weeks. Since arriving there,
Nagarhope has installed windows and doors and
also a special table. To call it a vanity gable woulu
be wrong. Basically it's a table with mirrors, a sink,
soap, some combs, clean filtered drinking water.
The school staff are trying to get the children to be
clean and tidy in school, most of them are from
small farming villages and look like it. It's amazing

the difference a mirror can have on one's personal
appearance.

30% of the students (roughly 30 kids) are on
scholarships. The families are uneducated and will
probably never send their children to school, so the
principal steps in and offers a free education to
some children to ensure they at least get a start on
school life. The drop out rate of 13 to 15 year olds
is pretty high, certainly the schools in Nagarkot are
currently unable to cater for older students.

The principal, a 29 year old named Robendra and
his brothers Robbie and John have been slowly
building the school and have great plans. IT has
been good to support a small Nepali school, the
funds they have to raise come mainly once a year
from admissions, to they tend to be very busy after
exam time, which is coming up.

Robendra and Robbie hope in the future to have
better facilities to kept he village children from
going down the mountain to the city just to finish
high school education. The government schools are
badly under-funded and will continue to be. They
hope to install a computer room and a science lab
in the coming year.

Most of my time has been going into the school, it's
funny the respect I get now around the village, at
times it's also a headache, being called 'Sir' al the
time.

"Good morning Sir" in the morning.

"Good morning Sir" in the afternoon.

"Good morning Sir" in the evening.

It also has its benefits of course, not paying for tea
because a parent recognises you.

On Sunday the 2" of March, four South Eastern
Irish girls (Elaine, Maria, Orla, Alison) touched
down in Asia for the first time' they rang me that
afternoon and Sunday night we all went for a
dinner in Dhurba's brother's place. Dhurba has
spent the last two weeks in his brother's house in
Katmandu while he has been visiting the hospital
for check-ups, medicine and dressings. He has been
given the all clear to return to Nagarkot (after 2a
months) this coming Tuesday 12" March. He has
been recovering well and has been told the odds of
having a prosthetic lee are good but will not
happen for three or four months at least, until his
leg fully heals.

On Monday morning (the crack of dawn hadn't
even risen) we all met up again and visited the
Umbrella Organisation in Kathmandu. The girls
had brought two black bags full of clothes from
Ireland and they presented it to Jackie Buk, one of
the founders of Umbrella, the same organization
that took in Devi, the nine-year old girl we rescued
from the streets on 2" January. Many thanks to



Elaine and co for their generosity, that day we were
to embark on a crazy journey back up to Nagarkot
which involved a two-hour walk in the rain and the
dark. The first day of rain in 6 Or 7 months was not
the sort of greeting you would bestow on guests. |
blame the Irish girls for taking the weather with
them. I trust Nepal's loss has been Ireland's gain.
Enjoy the heat wave Ireland, Nepal's farmers are
certainly happy at this change in fortune.

Folks, this mail has expired. Thank you all for
listening, for supporting, for keeping in touch, for
keeping me in touch. You are still in my thoughts
as regularly as the rain falls in Ireland.
