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Celebrating 85 Years of Education 
 

 

For anyone interested in the recent history of 

Lucan, especially for parents of todayôs boys, the 
óc¼pla focailô at the retirement party for Noel 

Noonan and Tom Roche on Friday last were 

tutorials of the highest order. 
 

Together they had 85 years of teaching ï some 

wealth of service.  Noel was appointed to the then 
Lucan Boys School, a building in the grounds of St 

Maryôs Church, on 1
st
 July 1963, [a few days after 

J.F.K had made his memorable speech in 
Limerick, is this coincidence?].  The school had 

neither electricity nor toilet facilities.  (You wonôt believe this, but toilets were added after the school 

had moved on).  Children gathered bits of wood in the car park and a fire was lit each morning in the 
open grate.  Classes were from 2

nd
 to 6

th
, the boys having first attended the Convent school, where 

they were prepared for First Communion.  Tom joined the staff on 1
st
 November 1967, the year the 

school moved to its new five-classroom building on Chapel Hill ï only four of the classrooms were 

occupied.  Noel was appointed Principal Teacher and Tom First Assistant on 20
th
 October 1972.  They 

were some guys these two, because as well as teaching in class each day, together (their only aids 

being a ball and a whistle) they managed the football team with such success that they won the 

Primary Schools Corn so often that they were deemed to be unbeatable and a new competition 
devised.    
 

This was at the height of the first building boom in Lucan and a new extension to the school was 

planned ï a dual-day was needed so that education could be continued while the work went on.  Half 

the pupils attended in the morning, and the other half in the afternoon.  It must have taken some 

organisation to manage all that to the consent and satisfaction of parents and staff.  In 1972 there was 
the first enrolment of Junior classes, and if I recall correctly the present Principal of the school, Denis 

Cronin, prepared their first class for First Holy Communion the following May.   By 1979 the school 

roll had grown to 974 pupils, and Noel knew the names of each one of them. 
 

The evening in Westmanstown was packed with well-wishers ï staff, parents and pupils ï extra tables 
and chairs had to be added as more and more people arrived.  The ambience was delightful (band, 

take a bow!) even before the arrival of Mr Belle X 1 himself to honour his dad.  The night was full of 

appreciation and, dare I say it, love for this pair of popular educators, and it was great to meet old 

friends and have an opportunity to óshare the feelingô.   
 

We owe Tom and Noel so much for their kind and concerned attention to our boys down through the 

years.
