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Feeling Groovy? 
 

Remember the Simon & Garfunkel song, "Slow Down, you move too fast. You've got to 

make the morning last". It made sense to us in those days to soak the last bit of joy form a 

situation, to try to pause and relish the flavour of whatever we were doing, not to rush things. 

God help us, we thought we were flying headlong along life's journey and were unwilling to 

miss a single heartbeat. Little did we know what the next twenty years would bring. 

 

Sadly, those years brought us knowledge of abuses in almost all the corridors of power. |We 

vented our spleen on the institutions rather than the individuals; blamed God rather than 

humanity. Self-righteously, we cursed 'a plague on all your houses', and, training our children 

in the art of self-assertion, we decided to go it alone, leaving ourselves rudderless, hopeless 

and careering along a truly destructive trail where the laws of neither God nor man seem to 

mean anything. So where are we now? 

 

The carnage on the roads last weekend alone should have been enough to bring us to our 

senses about our addiction to speed and our 'king of the road' mentality, especially the Myers 

family in the co. Kildare accident – little Niamh was baptised here in St. Mary's parish 

church just eight short years ago. The vicious killing of the young men from Poland leaves 

all of us terrified for the safety of decent people on our streets. On last Monday morning I 

heard three adult presenters on a national radio station saying that 16 years of age was "a bit 

late to be starting to drink" these days. 

 

Have we lost the run of ourselves entirely? Is there no meaning to life anymore? Have things 

become so coarse that it's no longer 'groovy' or 'cool' for adults to try and save our young 

people from the tendency towards excess that pushes them towards self-destruction while 

they still feel immortal, think that nothing can happen to them, and anyway, if it does, who 

cares. 

 

As we prepare for Easter, let's make it 'groovy' to ask God to help restore some Christian 

values and make this world a better, safer place where we can live in harmony.
