My reaction Iôm sorry to say, was to flick to another channel rather than 

put pen to paper or pick up the phone.  Maybe I was wrong.  We should complain when we 

are offended by material offered on our national station ï at least we would be registering our 

point of view ï and we should comment too when we are pleased by what we see and hear. 

 

The announcement this week that Ryan Tubridy will inherit the óLate Lateô didnôt cause 

more than a ripple of interest but seems to have generally got a positive acceptance; and the 

young man himself was modest in his reaction.  Certainly this very professional presenter has 

done well in his Saturday night slot, and shows an increasing depth in his interviewing skills.  

I wish him well as he takes over the prime Friday entertainment show and when he takes his 

place behind the camera I fully intend to be a bit more active in saying what really pleases or 

offends me.

I attended a very important 

conference on sustainable 
transport in Dublin Castle on Thursday May 7th, 

addressed by Minister Noel Dempsey with all the 

big players present. It turned out to be very one-

Airlie Stud and Dodsboro c.1950 
 
This weekôs gem of a photo shows us the rural area of Tandyôs Lane and Dodsboro, long before the estates of 

Hillcrest, Woodview and Airlie Heights, and Scoil Mhuire featured on the landscape.  

 

The house in the forefront is Airlie House, with the stud farm buildings towards the centre. This would have 

been the home of aptain Darby Rogers at the time. 

 

 Three fields further on are Dodsboro Cottages, the last of which was built in 1950.  

 

The Spa Hotel and Crescent are further in the distance, with the high land of Westmanstown at the top of the 

picture.  
 

Tandyôs Lane can be traced across the photo from outside Airlie Stud, down by Dodsboro Cottages, and on to 

Lucan. This picture was taken before bends were cut off the lane beside the Marian Shrine, and further down 

where Spar Dodsboro is now.  

 

Close to the trees of Lucan Demesne, a little right of centre, the larger white building is Lucan Lodge ï now a 

nursing home in Ardeevin estate, and just in front of it a short distance away, is Faheyôs house. This house 

would be demolished in the mid-1970s to make way for Tesco. Faheys owned substantial agricultural land in 

Dodsboro at the time..
