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For The Birds 
 

The feathered friends that come to our garden are a constant source of joy. Their agility in 

feeding from seed bags suspended from the trees is amazing and their acceptance of the 

ósystemô praiseworthy.  Itôs survival of the fittest, you see.  The smaller ones wait while the 

big ones gorge themselves and then they take turns to dine on the scattered remains.  Only 

when the big guys (Magpies & Thrushes) move away do the small-fry attempt to help 

themselves from the treasure-trove of nuts and grain.  Not unlike humans, you might say, 

except that in our case more often than not very little remains to be claimed by the weakest of 

the species. 
 

The twittering and cooing and glorious trills that lull me to sleep at night start up again in the 

very early hours giving a melodious start to every day, no matter how dull the weather.  The 

robin sitting on the handle of the lawnmower, little bright eyes showing his anxiety for you to 

get on with the job and turn over some new insects for his pleasure, is challenging;  and the 

yellow peaked blackbird and his mate pop in and out through the shrubs as independent as 

you like.   

 

But for me this year, the pair of doves that share our site have been the 

most rewarding.  Never far apart, they practically walk hand in hand up 

the garden path, like two lovers who canôt bear to be separated.   Then they 

play, one running flirtatiously around, the other chasing good-humouredly in 

its wake.  They fly to the roofs of nearby houses, curving graciously through the air, always 

landing side by side and having a little chat, their delicate fanlike tails spread wide, before 

taking off again on another playful diversion.  They are the picture of harmony and Iôve 

never seen them have a cross word.  I wish I could say they remind me of the human race! 
 

This week the doves were particularly obvious and I wondered if it was to celebrate the 

Confirmations and the approach of Pentecost - or because of the persistent rain.  You see, 

when Noah wanted to find out if the flood was over he sent out a dove, delighted when it 

came back carrying a branch of a tree.  He knew then that it was safe to moor his Ark and set 

foot on dry land again.  The dove is also the symbol of the Holy Spirit ï you will see it on 

banners and drapes in the church over the Pentecostal season.  When you notice it, think of 

all the gifts we have been blessed with, and of peace, and harmony and safe harbour.

Transport Users  
Another attempt is about to be made to solve 

the cityôs traffic problems. A bus gate at College 

Green in an area in front of Trinity College. The 

planners intend to ban cars that are passing through 

this area during morning and evening peak. This 

will have very little effect, as the amount of 

through vehicles passing through at present has 

greatly reduced over the past year due to the 

recession. Buses are experiencing very little delay. 
The real problem is too many buses in this area, too 

many buses stopped at terminals and the right hand 

turns by buses from the Quays onto OôConnell 

Bridge. The planners ignore these problems and 

pick an easy option that is part of isolated planning, 

the scourge of society. They continue to ignore the 

simple solution, the Quay contra-flow and cross-

city bus way that addresses most of the cityôs 

problems. With our plan, the car need not be so 

restricted. These ill thought out measures cause 

undue hardship to many and undermine business 
the heart of any city. A balance is needed and not 

always pick on the moving vehicle as an easy 

target.

High Rise Building  
We believe this proposed development is 

premature ï No further development should be 

allowed until a revised and more realistic joint 

phasing timetable for both Adamstown & 
Clonburris is prepared, taking into account current 

economic demand and the deficit in community 

infrastructure and services. 
 

The 973 planned residential units comprise the 
entire first phase, which should guarantee delivery 

of all first phase requirements. However, this does 

not appear to be the case. We, therefore, believe no 

development should proceed until the opening of a 

new Lucan South Secondary School and want a 

written legal guarantee that the development cannot 

go ahead, unless the planned bus service is 

delivered and maintained. 
 

The council should abandon the incredibly low 

33% car usage assumption, since we believe this 

underestimates the amount of cares, which will exit 

from Clonburris onto the Griffeen Avenue 

roundabout, which currently stands at 1,600 cars 

every morning at peak hour. We think that the 

proposed mobility manager to manage car pooling 

is aspirational and believe the proposed rail 
requirement is not sufficient (representing an 

estimated deficit of 3,000 peak onward connections 

as undertaken in a separate assessment) since thee 

is no direct connection to the city centre at present. 

The residential parking ratio should also be 

increased to a maximum of 1.5 spaces/unit, 

otherwise users of the proposed rail station at 

Kisogue will end up parking in nearby estates of 

Oldbridge, Rossberry and Tullyhall and is another 

reason why we oppose the opening up of existing 

cul-de-sacs. 
 

The proposed building heights in zones B & C, in 

particular along Griffeen Avenue and the Outer 

Ring Road are hugely overscaled in comparison to 

the existing 2-storey housing in the adjacent estates 
of Foxborough, Moy Glas, Griffeen Glen and 

Oldbridge and will create a disjointed landscape 

and represent poor urban design. Well designed 3 

storey buildings are more appropriate. 
 

The council should seek expert assistance in 
assessing the veracity of the EIS with regard to 

flora and fauna to ensure full compliance with best 

standards on wildlife protection, in particular with 

regards to examining if any bat colonies (being a 

protected species) would be impacted upon by this 

proposed development and since the area is home 

to many types of birds, frogs and rabbits. 

Additionally, in the interest of public health and 

visual amenity any development on this site should 

require that the pylons and high voltage power 



lines which currently traverse the site as part of the proposed development be buried. 

The Nash Family of Finnstown  
The familyôs association with Finnstown began around 1883, when Thomas and Julie Nash and their family 

came here from Scribblestown House, near Phibsboro.  

 

With further properties on the north side of Dublin, they divided their time between Finnstown and a house in 

Howth called Seamount, where Thomas Nash died in 1887. He was succeeded by his son, Richard Grainger 
Nash (born 1860), who was to be a prominent figure in the life of Lucan.  
 

Within a year of his fatherôs death, Richard became a Justice of the Peace, and later would share the 

Magistratesô bench in the Lucan Petty Sessions Court with other local landowners and industrialists.  
 

In 1892, he founded óLucan Dairiesô, a company which survived into the 1960s. Starting out in Benburb Street, 

the business soon moved to 23 & 24 Parkgate Street (now Gowan Motors), from where they expanded to 

several more outlets.  

Another business interest of Richardôs was óLucan Mineral Watersô ï originating 

from a natural spring at Finnstown.

The Trademark shows the top of a globe - the northern hemisphere, with what 

appears to be some sort of óaeroplaneô! 

There is also a óBristolô imprint at the bottom of the bottle, perhaps where the 

earthenware container was manufactured.  
 

The 1901 Census details the extent of the Finnstown estate: 58 outbuildings, 

including a coach-house, a dairy, 2 forges, 3 piggeries, 5stables and 30 poultry 

houses.  
 

In 1908, Richard Nash married a distant and much younger cousin ï Noel Jeune, 

born on Christmas Day in 1879. They were married in Oxford by three clergymen 

ï one of them, the Revd. Charles Follis. The newly-weds set up home in 
Finnstown where in 1910 they had a son Richard, and a daughter Kathleen, in 

1913. Tragedy struck when Richard died suddenly in 1914, at the age of fifty-four.  
 

Richardôs widow remarried in October 1917 ï her new husband was Canon Charles Follis, one of the clergymen 

who had officiated at her first marriage. A daughter, Kathleen, was born to them in 1918.  
 

Charles Follis died in 1925, but Noel lived to the ripe old age of eighty-eight, dying in 1967. Pre-deceased by 

her son Richard, she was survived by her two daughters, Sheila Mannion (Nash), and Kathleen Spencer (nee 

Follis).  
 

Several other members of the Nash family died over the 

next few years, and it would appear that the family no 

longer lived at Finnstown after 1925, though they retained 
ownership for many years. 
 

The family vault is in Mount Jerome Cemetery, Just inside 

the western boundary wall, at a spot called Rathland Corner, 

a granite vault is inscribed: ñFamily vault of Thomas James  

Nash Esq. Finnstown , Lucanò. Fourteen of the family were  

interred here between 1878 and 1947.
