Will we ever come to terms with the awful revelations of the Ryan Report?  Such inhuman 

behaviour is hard to understand and even harder to forgive.  How could these sadistic and 

perverted practices have been perpetrated by anyone, much less by men and women entrusted 

with preaching the Christian message?  The reaction of the Religious Congregations is 

another puzzlement.  One would have thought that they would want to erase the shameful 

memory of their involvement in the educational system, not preserve and enshrine it in Trust 

arrangements for future generations.  I can only assume that they have no comprehension of 

the depth of repugnance that is sweeping the nation.  In the last few days some of them seem 

to be gradually coming to terms with things ï I have no doubt that all of us will insist on at 

least that.  And we must ensure that proper accountability is demanded of all institutions for 

care of the young ï Fr Peter McVerryôs allegations in a radio interview on Wednesday were 

most disturbing. 
 

Frank Dunlop has been judged for his involvement in the planning fiascos since the late 

1980s and will spend the next year or so in prison.  Iôm not sure that sending him to jail at 

our expense is the best decision but there is no doubt that the enormity of his crime needs to 

be recognised.  I hope that he is not merely a scapegoat for others.  Land couldnôt have been 

rezoned if public representatives ï voted in by us to protect our interests - were not prepared 

to take the bribes he offered.   
 

Political parties too have to face public response to the questions posed by the unchecked 

risk-taking practices of banks, the collapse of the property business and our whole economic 

debacle.  Voting is on next Friday 5
th
 June and we all have a duty to turn up and state our 

preferences for dealing with mess weôre in.  One would never guess that we are in the throes 

of a depression when faced with the amount of posters that seem to be multiplying by the 

minute and the litter that is dropped daily in our letter-boxes.  All sense of appeasing local 

displeasure with Bill-posting has been thrown to the winds as name-bedecked-vans are 

parked in places they shouldnôt be, business premises used for display purposes and housing 

estates peppered with smiling faces.  Do they really mean it when they say they will work on 

our behalf and respect our wishes?  Thatôs a judgement we have to make in the next week.  I 

certainly wonôt be voting for anyone who has a poster within the village boundaries.  The 

result of the count will be interesting in more ways than one ï it will tell us as much about 

ourselves as about the candidates.

At a time when so 

many bad things are happening and almost 
everyone is calling for measures to be put in place 

to prevent them happening again, people are 

remaining silent on this very issue.  Political parties 

are backing the metro plan when the big winners 

are the rich landowners who bought land in that 

area and are able to dictate the transport route for 

their advantage, while other areas such as Lucan 

could lose out.  Public transport should be designed 

to solve traffic problems, not to push up cost with 

rezoning and levies etc.  This is why we put 

forward the circle transport plan, where no area 

gains over another.  Local authorities and the 
appropriate bodies are pushing ahead with plans to 

facilitate the money merchants even before the 

decision is taken to grant permission.
