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“Flowers of the Fairest” 
 

A hundred years ago my mother was prepared for first her First Communion by her parents. 

They told her about Jesus and how much he loved her; about God the Father who made the 

beautiful world; about owning up to shortcomings and being forgiven.  They taught her 

prayers and introduced her to the mysteries of the Mass and sacraments.  Thirty years later 

when enquiring from the local priest how she could help with the preparation of her own 

daughter for the same sacrament, she was told that it had nothing at all to do with her,  ñThe 

school does all that. Just have her there for 8.30am on the dayò was the reply she received. 

Another might have couched the response in more acceptable terms.  

 

In the 1970s, when my children were being prepared for First Confession and Communion 

things had moved somewhat.  The teachers did all of the hard work, of course, and Bless 

them for that; but we were invited to meetings, and matters such as how the children would 

be seated ï with their family or as a class, for example ï were debated and parental 

preferences adopted where possible.  

 

Nowadays most parishes in this part of Dublin have adopted the óDo This in Memoryô 

programme and this entails that as well as the children being taught religion in school, 

parents play a major role.  They meet monthly and prepare the Sunday liturgy, train the 

children how to behave in church and read pieces of scripture and participate in a variety of 

ways.  They go with the children for the Sacrament of Reconciliation where they find that itôs 

not enough just to say ósorryô ï you must make friends again too.  It can be a tough year, 

because some may not have been attending church regularly themselves; religion is not 

always an integral part of family life, moreôs the pity.   Our great-grandparents had an 

amazing religious ethos and things of faith were deeply embedded in their hearts; it is more 

difficult in this twenty-first century.  

 

During this month of May, on each Saturday you will see girls in white dresses and small 

boys in suits looking like little angels as they celebrate their First Holy Communion Day.  It 

is wonderful that their parents too can approach the occasion with a feeling of real 

satisfaction.  They have genuinely guided the children along the faith path, and will have 

learned a lot in the process.  Congratulations to one and all!

The Rose Project 
 

The Rose Project was established to provide 

medical nursing and psycho-social treatment and 

care to people living with or affected by HIV or 

AIDS. It is names after Rose Atieno, a young 

Kenyan woman dubbed the 16 millionth person to 

die o AIDS in Sub-Saharan Africa. 

400 people will die from AIDS today in Kenya ï 
the equivalent of two large aircrafts crashing. 

In contrast to the developed world where AIDS has 

been and continues to be a chronic but manageable 

disease, in poorer countries it remains a death 

sentence for many Poor availability and lack of 

infrastructure are the main reasons for this 

situation. In 2003 only 4000,000 people had access 

to treatment whereas the figure at the end of 2005 

was 1.3 million. However, only 17% of the people 

requiring treatment are current y receiving it, this 

leaving 4 million people on this continent in urgent 

need. 
The cost of providing a patient with the vital 

treatment is approximately  ú50 per year this figure 

is inclusive of tests. 

The Rose Project aims to treat as many as possible, 

funding medication and the vital nutrition that is 

essential to tolerate the drugs, psycho-social 

support, medical staff and equipment.

Good day to you all my fellow 
Nagarhopians! 
 

I have been up to my forehead in work, both 

physical and mental. The new school year is a 

week old now which means there are over 50 new 

faces to look after and teach, most of them have 
been pampered from birth by their mothers (the 

majority of them housewives in farmhouses). It is 

such a common sight to see children of three and 

four clinging to their motherôs leg and bawling as 

only distraught and confused children can do.  
 

The building has been ongoing, the four classrooms 

are fully constructed and plastered, window frames 

and doors included. It is the middle story of three 

that has been built, so a solid but temporary zinc 

and wooden frame roof is getting underway today. 

Windows will be next, a few doors, some paint, 
desks and a black or white board, a handful of 

children and someone to teach the class.  
 

The 33 children come from 10 different villages 

close to Nagarkot, and are mainly Tamang 

children, the predominant Caste in the area. 

Tamang people are "Hill People" and make up less 

than 3 % of the Nepali population. It is a different 

language (Tamang), so most of the kids haven't 

even learnt Nepali yet, which renders my grasp of 

the Nepali language useless on these Teeny Tiny 

people.  
 

I have added up all costs for one year for each child 

in each different class - Nursery, JKG (junior 

kindergarten), SKG (senior), class 1 and class 2. To 

sponsor one child for one year, it will take 66 

euros, or 5.50 Euros per month. This figure will 

rise a little every year due to inflation and the fact 

that these children will grow up. The cost for 

a class 7 student, the highest class at the moment, is 

90 euros per year.  
 

I have contacted my mother Niamh, and there are 

couple of ways to sponsor, either by monthly 

standing order / bank draft into Nagarhope 

account or a once yearly cash lodgement. If there's 

an even easier way to do it, let us know.  
 

I am compiling a list of children with as much 
necessary information as i can and within a few 

weeks I will be emailing this info on each child to 

each sponsor. 14 people have to date expressed an 

interest, thank you all.  
 

Myself and Robin, the Acting Principal (the 

Principal - Neeru - teaches in a college in 

Bhaktapur, halfway between Nagarkot and 

Kathmandu) have already interviewed 10 of the 

mothers of the sponsored children, to make sure 

that they are actual needy people.  Robin has also 

been to a few of the villages talking with the 
families. We intend to do likewise with all of these 

children. Again, you will have to bear with me to 

collect all this info, it will take another few weeks 

to get it right.  
 

The costs include the following: Two uniforms, all 

books, admission fees, monthly fees, exam fees, 

mark sheets for exams, a pencil case, stationary and 

a schoolbag. I have also made a special allowance 

for some of the children who are in different 

troubled family situations. For instance, some kids 

are not given a lunch every day, some are too poor 
to provide food, some parents are not educated at 

all. "Tiffin", as they call lunch, if necessary, will be 

provided to these kids. Hungry kids aren't happy 

kids.  
 

All parents have been encouraged to assist in some 

way towards the cost of schooling their own 

children, some are buying books and bags 

themselves, but not many. 90 % of these children 

are sons or daughters of farmers and peasants who 

work other landowners' land. Money is not a luxury 

they count as one of their own. It 
makes me realise how much I take 

money for granted.  
 

Once again, I am delighted to be 

writing this mail. I am in Nepal to 

help, and the results are beginning to 

show. Go raibh mile maith aguibh

South Dublin County Council is unique among 

Local Authorities in that it provides advice and 

support to two local authorities in Ethiopia which is 

one of the seven poorest countries in the World.   
 

The emphasis is on the provision of technical 

support by South Dublin Council staff who mentor 

local staff in such matters as curbing erosion, 

sanitation, provision of water, landfill, construction 

of classrooms, stone paving, re-housing urban 

disadvantaged and all in the contest of town 

planning and project management.     
 

Last week I had the privilege with some of my 

colleagues of paying a monitoring visit to the two 

towns.  Having spent a number of years in 

development work in West Africa I am no stranger 
to the challenges of that vast continent.  However, I 

was truly amazed at what has been achieved in less 

than eighteen months.  All projects are underway, a 

water reservoir has been completed with clean 

water piped to the town and I officially opened 

three new classrooms!   
 

A huge amount of effort has been put in by South 

Dublin staff (on top of their regular jobs) , led by 

Lucan resident Abe Jacob who is the driving force 

behind the project which was initiated by 

Councillor Robert Dowds when he was Mayor as a 
practical response to world poverty.    
 

Though Ethiopia is very poor, the people are very 

cheerful, industrious and friendly and as they walk 

everywhere itôs no wonder they are such good 

athletes!  The ñsmallò rainy season was over a 

month late last week and seeing the parched ground 

Iôd be fearful of an impending famine.   
 

hey were coming to the end of lent (they use a 

different method to calculate Easter), during which 

they observe a strict fast and abstinence so the 
Friday market which we visited was extremely 

busy, even if the animals were quite thin.  
 

The Irish Government provides significant 

financial aid to Ethiopia, some of which (added to 

voluntary contributions from some Council staff 

and Councillors) goes to partly fund the South 

Dublin programme.  But its main feature is that it is 

a very good example of just how valuable self help 

and capacity building are in promoting real 

development.  We hope other Irish local authorities 

follow South Dublinôs example.
