In 1996, just as the Celtic Tiger was beginning, there &g&@0 homeless people in
Ireland; in 2008, just as the Celtic Tiger was finishing, there were over 5,000 homeless
people in Ireland. Homeless people have never had much priority in our society.

Who are young homeless people todaydbme of thee we work with are wonderful
young people; some have gone on to Third Level education, others have completed
apprenticeships, one is now working in Kuwait, another in Switzerland. But others are
carrying huge traumas from their childhood experiencebuse violence or extreme
neglect. Some take drugs to forget their childhood memories and to suppress the feelings
associated with those memories. Many, understandably, suffer depression and are, at times,
suicidal. As one young girl said so poeticdlfore she died from a drug overdose:
AWoul dndét it be wonder ful i f you could run

We provide a range of services to young homeless people, both male and female. We
have three hostels for young homeless peapter the age of 18; we have two hostels for
those over 18; we have a residential drug detox centre, in North County Dublin, in the middle
of nowhere ideal for a detox centre! We also have a dineg aftercare hostel for those
who have completed thaetox, a residential drug stabilisation programme for those with a
chronic drug problem, about ten apartments for those who will neeedomg
accommodation and care, and a ditopentre, which just happens to also be my office!

About three out of fouof those we work with eventually settle down, secure their
own independent accommodation and rear the
bury on average one young person a month, who has usually died from a drug overdose or
suicide. However, whope that they can say, before they died, that someoneicaragbe
that is all that we can do for them, but maybe that is important.

Our budget each year is 5 million euro, 60% of which we have to fundraise. We are
extremely grateful to those who swpus and thereby give some homeless young people a
new hope and a better future.
