Wicklow is a very green county, lush grass and trees earn well its title of the Garden of 

Ireland. It is also green in another sense in that care for the earth and its creatures is 

becoming a major theme of the countyôs life.  

 

The Parish Priest of Wicklow town fits well into this scene having a 

great love for animals and is rarely seen without his two dogs Ralph 

and Cara. Ralph is a ten year old cocker spaniel and a real character. 

Famously while out walking with Father Tim he was set on by a 

pack of Greyhounds and was only saved by his master reaching 

down and lifting him up out of danger. Since then, he has had a 

fierce loyalty to Father Tim and is so associated with him that he is 

known as Father Ralph, the other curate.  

 

The priests are not the only lovers of nature in Wicklow, the Dominican Nuns based there 

have set up a centre to promote ecological awareness known as An Tairseach which mean 

threshold, suggesting a new beginning; that we have the opportunity to make a new start with 

the whole community of life on this planet. Seeing God through creation is a major theme of 

what they strive to do there and is a thought summed up well in a quote from their website 

ñAll creatures are Words of Godò(Meister Eckhart).  

 

This is very much in the spirit of Saint Francis whose feast day we celebrated recently with 

the Blessing of the animals held at St. Marys whereby all creatures of the parish were blessed 

with a first class relic of the saint.  Francis himself unfolds the significance of this blessing 

when he wrote: ñIf you have men who will exclude any of God's creatures from the shelter of 

compassion and pity, you will have men who will deal likewise with their fellow menò.  

 

Care for the earth and its creatures is seen here ultimately as care for ourselves and the best 

kind of self love.
